
 

Tapestry Park to Host Project Ten Sixteen to Benefit the Boselli Foundation

The Boselli Foundation Youth Life Learning Centers focus on children with limited financial resources. “The focus of the 
Youth Life Learning Centers is to provide the community with comprehensive, holistic, after-school learning environments,” 
said Tony Boselli, founder of the non-profit organization. “This includes academic enrichment and remedial education in the 
areas of reading, language arts, mathematics, supplemental services, mentoring and character development.”  

The runway is planned to stretch down the interior of Tapestry Park’s Village Center. Multiple ticket levels allow for guests to 
tailor their personal show experience. Options include:

III Forks, Tapestry Park’s anchor restaurant, has offered to donate catering for the cabanas, as well as host the exclusive 
after party. Sponsorships are available for businesses looking to support the charity while gaining a tax-deductible 
promotional opportunity. Tiered sponsorship levels range from $1,000-$3,500 and offer sponsors approximately $20,000 in 
traditional advertising, e-campaigns and social media efforts.

Project Ten Sixteen will help introduce the development’s newest tenant, Corner Bistro and Wine Bar, located across from 
Hotel Indigo in Tapestry Park. The restaurant joins Jimmy Johns Gourmet Sandwiches, Bite, Tapestry Café, Lime Leaf Thai 
Restaurant, Jay Sushi and III Forks. In addition to the restaurants several retail businesses call Tapestry Park home. 
Jacksonville Running Company, Hotel Indigo, Rio Hair Studio, UBreakIFix and Pavlos Jewelry have all opened. Changes in 
Motion Boutique Fit Spa and the Aloft Hotel are both set to open their doors soon as well.  

Tapestry Park plans to continue to grow its European-inspired streetscapes to accommodate its 300 residents as well as to 
provide options for the additional thousands of employees and residents working and living within the five-mile radius 
surrounding the development. Keeping up with the overall theme of the mixed-use development, selections are proposed to 
include both local and national vendors.  

Tapestry Park’s urban village is a unique combination of traditional, but chic, condominium residences interlaced with 
boutique shops, office space, popular eateries and retail services. It is a component of Deerwood Park, the MSA’s largest 
suburban office development containing over 3.4 million square feet of office space with supporting retail, hotel and 
entertainment venues.
